The census records consistently provide that Leonard was born about 1799 in North Carolina. However, research
of hisgreat granddaugher, Paulyne Acre states that he was born near Parisin Bourbon Co., Kentucky. The surety
on Leonard's marriage bond was John Acre, who was probably either his father or son. Leonard's first son was
named John. Since it was the custom of the day for the first child be be name after his paternal grandfather, itis
assumed that Leonard's father was named John. The only John Acre/Acreein North Carolinathat fits both the
name and age is John Acre/Acree son of William Acree the Revolutionary War veteran. William received a
pension and was living in Wayne County, Kentucky at the time of Leonard's marriage.

After Leonard's marriage, they moved to Alabama where they were living when daughter Nancy was born. They
may have gone to Alabamato receive free land as a great deal of land was being given away about that time. By
1929 they were living in Orange County, Indiana were son Joseph was born. Leonard was in Martin County,
Indiana during the 1850, 1860 and 1870 census. He died around 1873 and his wife, Sarah moved to Illinois to
live with her oldest son, John and died there in 1875. Leonard probably isburied in the Acre Cemetery in Martin
County, Indiana, but there is no marker.

The only Acre/Acree/Acreafamily in Wayne Co., Kentucky seems to be the family of William Acree, the
Revolutionary War veteran. Leonard Acreis probably the grandson of William. The surname of the family is
spelled Acree, Acre and Acrea by various members. William apparently spelled his name Acree. Somewhere
along the line some of the members used Acreaand Acre.

In his application for bounty land based on his service in the Revolutionary War, William Acree appeared in
Wayne (Kentucky) County Court on the 27th of August 1832 and stated he was a resident of said county, age 80
years. He was born in Frederick Co. Maryland on 16 Aug 1752. He lived in Maryland until he was 12 or 13 years
of age, at which time hisfather died. After hisfather’s death his mother moved her family to Guilford Co., North
Carolina, where he resided when the Revolutionary War.

In 1777 or 1778, when he was about the age of 25 years, he entered the service in Guilford County. He served as
aprivate in Capt. Doogan’s Company and then under Col. Martin’s North Carolina Troops. He later serviced in
Capt. Henry Whitsel’s Company for three months in 1881 before leaving the service.

Heresided in Guilford and Randolph Counties, North Carolina until about 1804, when he moved to Otter Creek,
Wayne Co. KY where he lived his death on 3 March 1832.

William was married first to Phoebe (maiden name unknown) who was born on 15 May 1756 in North Carolina.
After her death he married Edith Doss 22 Dec 1820 in Wayne Co. He was married to her when he died. Edith
remarried John Jones of Wayne Co. in 1854 after William's death. According to several researchers, Edith was
the daughter of James Doss and his second wife, Ann Thurman.

William had the following children: John (b. 1776; William (b. 1780); Elizabeth (b. 1782); Ephriam (b. 1784)
who married Mary Winn; Mary (b. 1789); Peter (b. 1794); Catherine (b. 1796) and Phoebe (b. 1799).

Several things point to the probability that Leonard is the son of William. Leonard was born in North Carolina
about 1799. He married Sarah Ballard on 9 Jan 1824 in Wayne Co., Kentucky. Hisfirst son was named John
which would make this consistent with the custom of the time of naming your first born male for your father.
Also, Leonard named a son Ephraim, presumably after Ephraim, the son of John. The only two sons of William
that are old enough to be Leonard’ s father are John and William. William's family has been researched and the
researchers do not list a Leonard as a child. Also, William’s will written 9 Feb 1820 and probated May 1820 does
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not mention Leonard. Thus, the circumstantial evidence points to the fact that Leonard is the son of John and the
grandson of William, the Revolutionary War veteran.

Obituary of Joseph L. Acre

At about 3 o'clock Sunday morning, June 13, 1897, just before dawn of that beautiful day, the spirit of Mr. Joseph
Acretook its flight from the vale of tears and was borne on the pure morning air o'er the trackless path on which
so many bloodwashed saints have traveled in their flight to eternal glory, there to find welcome only to those who
lived in the fear of the living God.

He had been in poor health for some time and had been confined to his bed for sometime. Death to him was not
unexpected, neither wasit feared. Mr. Acre was nearly 68 years of age. He was born in Orange County, IN, in
1829, and moved to this neighborhood when a mere child, and remained here until he was called by the Father
who doeth all things well.

Mr. Acre was united in marriage to Caroline D. Hamilton in 1859; to them nine children were born, eight boys
and one girl, three of whom preceded him to hisfinal home. Hiswidow and six children survive to mourn his
loss. The children are all married, except Allie, the youngest who yet comforts his aged mother in the dreary
home which death has robbed.

Mr. Acre was a Christian, having been in the service of the Lord for about 40 years. We present him not asa
perfect man; for none are perfect, no not one. We mean by that he had weaknesses, but his erring was of the head
and not the heart. Oh, death how little do we understand it, and how could we reflect too often on it, which isno
respector of persons, whilein its onward march it so unmercifully fastens its grasp upon those who perhapsin our
own view, will be missed most, and having no regard for the sorrow and heartaches |eft in itswake. Disregard for
its victims almost causes us to rebuke it, but while in sorrow the thought comes to us, death is but a moment's
separation, and to the child of God it has no terrors, but a debt we owe our creator. Aswe express our love for
the deceased, having known him from our infancy, so long as life lasts the writer will remember the advice and
good influence of the departed friend.

- The Illinois farmer, be he enterprising and energetic, us usually loath to transfer the control
of his operations into other hands, even when he has reached the age that men in other lines of industry would
consider advanced years, but when he finally does relinquish his hold on active labor and removes to his
residencein the nearby city of village, he soon becomes known as one of the solid, substantial citizens of his new
community, and as such is awelcome addition. Joshua Hubbs, aretired agriculturist, now residing at No. 1603
Pasfield street, Springfield, was born February 24, 1833, in Orange County, Ind., a son of Willis and Elizabeth
(Releford) Hubbs. Willis Hubbs, whose father came originally from the vicinity of Charleston, was bornin
